IN ABID to bring investments
into the state, the Tamil Nadu
government signed memo-
randa of understanding worth
15,128 crore with various
companies on Wednesday. The
MoUs would fructify into a in-
vestment potential of 15,128
crore and generate direct em-
ployment of around 47,150,
said Guidance, the nodal in-
vestment promotion agency of
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the government of Tamil Nadu.
Guidance isalso responsible
for single-window facilitation
of companies in Tamil Nadu
and also manages Biz Buddy,
the industry help desk. The
MoUs were signed by Usha
Kakarla, MD & CEO, Guidance
and Aneesh Sekhar, executive
director, Guidance in the pres-
ence of chief minister Edappadi
Palaniswami, N Muruganan-
dam, principal secretary, de-
partment of industries. Tamil
Nadu is probably, the first state
to sign MoUs forbringinginin-
vestments to the state in the
time of Covid-19 disruptions.

Under one of the MoUs,
Daimler India Commercial Ve-
hicles would be expanding its
portfoliowith an investment of
%2,277 crore and generate em-
ployment of 400. Salcomp, the
Finland-based charger manu-
facturer is investing 31,300
crore in Chennai. The invest-
ment is meant to create em-
ployment for 10,000 people.

Ashton Shoes has entered
into a joint venture with the
Taiwanese company Chung Jye
Shoes in the field of footwear
manufacturing and the invest-
ment of 350 crore is expected
to generate a massive employ-
ment of 25,000.

Rise in cyber attacks as
cloud services use goes
up during WFH: McAfee

THE WORK-FROM-HOME (WFH) regime has
triggered a 630% rise in external attacks on cloud
accounts, with the transportation, government
and manufacturing verticals being most affected.

The overall enterprise use of cloud services has
been spiked by 509, with manufacturing and
financial services companies contributing the
most, says a McAfee research that shows a
significant increase in cyberattacks targeting
corporate cloud accounts, as companies are largely
working from home due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

Based on data from more than 30 million
McAfee Cloud users worldwide between January
and April, the report reveals significant trends
that include the rise of cloud-native threats,
access from unmanaged devices, and an increase
in the use of cloud services.

During the period of survey, the overall
enterprise adoption of cloud services spiked by
50%, including industries such as manufacturing
and financial services that typically rely on legacy
on-premises applications, networking and security
more than others. Use of cloud collaboration tools
increased by up to 600%, with the education
sector topping the growth chart as more students
are required to adopt distance learning practices.

Limit anti-Covid bleach use to 0.05%,
warn alkali-makers body, CSIR-NCL, ICT

EVEN AS WORKPLACES across
the country are setting up
disinfection chambers, National
Chemical Laboratory, Pune (CSIR-
NCL) and the Mumbai-based
Institute of Chemical Technology
(ICT) have teamed up with Alkali
Manufacturers Association of
India (AMAI) in warning against
the tendency of harnessing
indiscriminate concentration of
sodium hypochlorite (NaoCL) in
the anti-Covid fight. For localised
direct spray on abiotic surfaces,
its use should be limited to 0.05%
(500 ppm), they say.

"We had been calling for 0.1-
0.5 % (1000 to 5000 ppm) of
bleach, as safe concentration for
wiping surfaces with cloth. The
lower concentration of 0.1%

(1000 ppm) is suitable for home
or office disinfection and higher
concentration of 0.5% (5000
ppm) for hospitals and resistant

pathogens settings,” says
Jayantibhai Patel, president,
AMAL

While the industry that

produces sodium hypochlorite
(better known as NaoCl or hypo or
bleach), chlorine and other major
chemicals used for disinfection
has been calling for safe use of
disinfectants, more and more
mist-tunnels are being set up.

“That two leading scientific
research organisations have
joined us in our plea adds more
urgency. I would quote the WHO
advisory that says that use of
disinfectants like sodium
hypochlorite is for disinfecting
surfaces, not human beings," Patel
told FE.
