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‘OPERATION SINDOOR SENDS CLEAR WARNING TO TERROR MASTERS IN PAKISTAN’

Rajnath calls Pak a rogue nation,

Jammu, May 15

CALLING PAKISTAN “ANirre-
sponsible and a rogue nation”,
Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh said Thursday its
“nuclear weapons should be
placed under the supervision
of the International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA)” since
these are “not in safe hands”.

Hailing the Indian Armed
Forces for the precision strikes
on terror sites in Pakistan and
Pakistan-occupied Kashmir
under Operation Sindoor,
Singh, who met troops at the
Badami Bagh cantonment in
Srinagar, said, “We will go to
any extent to end terrorism.”
He said Pakistan has to “stop
sheltering terrorists”.

“Today,from the land of Sri-
nagar, I ask theworld this ques-
tion: Are nuclear weapons safe
in the hands of such an irre-
sponsibleand rogue nation? In
my opinion, Pakistan’s nuclear
weapons should be placed
under the supervision of the
International Atomic Energy
Agency (IAEA)”

how irresponsibly Pakistan
gave nuclear threats to India
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Defence minister Rajnath Singh meets troops during a visit to the Badami Bagh Cantonment in
Srinagar along with J&K Lt Governor Manoj Sinha on Thursday

several times... India’s preci-
sion strikes on the terrorinfra-
structure have proved that it
will not succumb to any
nuclear blackmail.”

He said India has been fac-
ing cross-border terrorism for
the last 35-40 years. “Today,
India has made it clear to the
world that we can go to any
extent against terrorism.”

Describing the April 22
Pahalgam terror attack as an
attempt tobreak social unityin
the country, he said, “They
attacked India’s crown, we
have inflicted wounds on their
chest. The only way Pakistan
can heal its wounds: stop giv-
ing shelter to anti-India and
terrorist organisations, and
not allow its land to be used

against India.”

He recalled how Pakistan,
during the visit of then Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee,
had said it will not allow its
soil to be used for terrorist
activities against India. “But
Pakistan betrayed India and
is still betraying it,” he said,
adding “now it has to pay a
heavy price for this. And if

wants IAEAto manage Its nukes

terrorism continues, the
costs will keep increasing”.

He said the success of
Operation Sindoor had made
it clear to terror organisa-
tions and their masters in
Pakistan that they could no
longer be safe and secure
anywhere.

“Now they are the target
of the Indian Armed Forces
and the world knows that our
forces target accurately. And
when they strike, they leave
the task of counting (bodies)
to the enemies,”’ he said.

Pointing out that Prime
Minister Narendra Modi had
clearly redefined India’s pol-
icy against terrorism, Singh
said “any terrorist attack on
Indian soil will be considered
anact of war”.

Referring to the ceasefire,
he said, “The understanding
between the two countries is
that no unwarranted action
willbe taken across the border.”

“Ifanyactionis taken,then
the matter will go very far,”he
said,adding,“Our Prime Min-
isterhasalsomadeit clearthat
terrorism and talks will not go
together and if there will be
talks, it will be on terrorism
and PoK”

‘Dealings with Pak will be strictly bilateral’

Free of pain, full of aim:
Neeraj gears up for Doha

AS HE SWITCHED between
exuding charm and showcas-
ing diplomacy — drawing
chuckles as he sheepishly nar-
rated his awkwardness on ad-
shoot sets and deftly handling
the Arshad Nadeem bouncer
hurled athim — only one thing
Neeraj Chopra declared mat-
tered: that, for the first time in
months, he was fully fit.

“(Earlier) I had some prob-
lems in my groin,” Chopra said
in Doha ahead of the Diamond
League curtain-raiser formen's
javelin throw.“Thistime,I never
missed any (throwing) session.
So,Ifeel very confident.”

To understand how big a
deal this — not missing a
throwing session — is for
Chopra, it is important to go
nine months back in time.
Moments after winning the
Paris Olympics silver medal
last August, he was concerned
that the persisting groininjury
did notallowhim to explore his
full range.“I haven’t been able
to throw from the full runway.
Maximum athletes will have
40-50 throws in one session.
With me,who knows, maybein
two orthreeweeks,I’ll have one
session. I have the fear of get-
ting injured,” an anguished
Chopra had said.

Fast forward to Thursday —
the eve of his first major compe-
tition this year — there were no
creases on an injury-free
Chopra’s forehead. “I feel really
good.Thelast throwing sessions
werereallygreat.Iamready, he
said.“I am very excited to open
my season in Doha.”

The excitement was also
because Friday will mark the
official beginning of a new
partnership — it will be the
Indian’s first competition
with javelin legend Jan
Zelezny, the current world
record holder, as his coach.

The bigger picture, of
course,iswhetherZelezny can
not just help Chopra remain
consistent — the Indian has

The Czech has also
been striving to make
Chopra,who alreadyboasts of
a monster mentality, even
stronger mentally.

Chopra, who reflected
fondly on his time with Klaus
Bartonietz, the German who
guided him to the top of the

to get used to Zelezny’s coach-
ing methods.

“In the beginning, it was
really hard for me because
normally when I trained with
Klaus,we trained like todaywe
do throwing, tomorrow lift-
ing... But with Jan, in the
morning we do throwing,
afternoon lifting. So, it was a
new experience for me,”
Chopra said. “In the begin-
ning, it was hard but after a
few weeks, I really liked it.
Now, I did some really great
sessions. Everything is going
well. He changed few little
things in technique. He not
just helped me in training but
alsowith other things like how
we can compete with a strong
mindset,” Chopra said.

That will be put to the test
immediately on Friday.
Despite Nadeem’s absence in
Doha, the field is stacked with
champion throwers,with each
one of the world’s top seven
throwers deciding to show up.

Rajnath calls Pak a rogue nation,
wants IAEAto manage Its nukes

CALLING PAKISTAN “ANirre-
sponsible and a rogue nation”,
Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh said Thursday its
“nuclear weapons should be
placed under the supervision
of the International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA)” since
these are “not in safe hands”.

Hailing the Indian Armed
Forces for the precision strikes
on terror sites in Pakistan and
Pakistan-occupied Kashmir
under Operation Sindoor,
Singh, who met troops at the
Badami Bagh cantonment in
Srinagar, said, “We will go to
any extent to end terrorism.”
He said Pakistan has to “stop
sheltering terrorists”.

“Today,from the land of Sri-
nagar,lask theworld this ques-
tion: Are nuclear weapons safe
in the hands of such an irre-
sponsibleand rogue nation? In
my opinion, Pakistan’s nuclear
weapons should be placed
under the supervision of the
International Atomic Energy
Agency (IAEA)”

Describing the April 22
Pahalgam terror attack as an
attempt tobreak social unityin
the country, he said, “They
attacked India’s crown, we
haveinflicted wounds on their
chest. The only way Pakistan
can heal its wounds: stop giv-
ing shelter to anti-India and
terrorist organisations, and
not allow its land to be used

against India.”

He recalled how Pakistan,
during thevisit of then Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee,
had said it will not allow its
soil to be used for terrorist
activities against India. “But
Pakistan betrayed India and
is still betraying it,” he said,
adding “now it has to pay a
heavy price for this. And if

terrorism continues, the
costs will keep increasing”.

He said the success of
Operation Sindoor had made
it clear to terror organisa-
tions and their masters in
Pakistan that they could no
longer be safe and secure
anywhere.

“Now they are the target
of the Indian Armed Forces
and the world knows that our
forces target accurately. And
when they strike, they leave
the task of counting (bodies)
to the enemies,”’ he said.

Pointing out that Prime
Minister Narendra Modi had
clearly redefined India’s pol-
icy against terrorism, Singh
said “any terrorist attack on
Indian soil will be considered
anact of war”.

Referring to the ceasefire,
he said, “The understanding
between the two countries is
that no unwarranted action
will be taken across the border.”

Free of pain, full of aim:
Neeraj gears up for Doha

AS HE SWITCHED between
exuding charm and showcas-
ing diplomacy — drawing
chuckles as he sheepishly nar-
rated his awkwardness on ad-
shoot sets and deftly handling
the Arshad Nadeem bouncer
hurled athim — onlyone thing
Neeraj Chopra declared mat-
tered: that, for the first time in
months, he was fully fit.

“(Earlier) I had some prob-
lems in my groin,” Chopra said
in Doha ahead of the Diamond
League curtain-raiser formen's
javelin throw.“This time,I never
missed any (throwing) session.
So,Ifeel very confident”

To understand how big a
deal this — not missing a
throwing session — is for
Chopra, it is important to go
nine months back in time.
Moments after winning the
Paris Olympics silver medal
last August, he was concerned
that the persisting groin injury
did notallowhim to explore his
full range. “I haven’t been able
to throw from the full runway.
Maximum athletes will have
40-50 throws in one session.
With me,who knows, maybein
two orthree weeks,I’ll have one
session. I have the fear of get-
ting injured,” an anguished
Chopra had said.

Fast forward to Thursday —
the eve of his first major compe-
tition this year — there were no
creases on an injury-free
Chopra’s forehead.“I feel really
good.Thelast throwing sessions
werereally great.Iamready, he
said.“I am very excited to open
my season in Doha.”

The excitement was also
because Friday will mark the
official beginning of a new
partnership — it will be the
Indian’s first competition
with javelin legend Jan
Zelezny, the current world
record holder, as his coach.

“In the beginning, it was
really hard for me because
normally when I trained with
Klaus,we trained like todaywe
do throwing, tomorrow lift-
ing... But with Jan, in the
morning we do throwing,
afternoon lifting. So, it was a
new experience for me,”
Chopra said. “In the begin-
ning, it was hard but after a
few weeks, I really liked it.
